Key skills we will be aspiring to achieve:  

Maths We will be learning the early building 

blocks  and concepts of understanding mul-

tiplication and division before moving on to 

measuring and recording different units of  

measure. This will include height, mass, ca-

pacity and time. Towards the end of term 

we will revisit key concepts related to place 

value and addition and subtraction.  

English Our first class text focus will be ‘The Lighthouse 

Keeper’s Lunch’ during which we will develop letter 

writing skills. Our next focus text will be ‘The Three 

Billy Goats Gruff’ during the course of which we will 

write our own narrative related to fairy tales. Over 

the term we will be drawing on and showcasing the          

writing skills developed across the year. We will also 

compose our own list poems, making links to our 

Beachcombers topic.  

History/

Geography 

In History we will discover all things related 

to seaside and holidays, both past and pre-

sent by drawing comparisons and also learn 

about the significance of Grace Darling. In 

our geography lessons we will study the 

countries and capital cities of the United 

Kingdom, its surrounding seas and popular 

seaside towns and design our own beach. 

Art/DT In Art lessons, we will analyse work by Vincent Van 

Gogh and create sunflower pictures inspired by his 

work. We will work on our peer critique skills to 

help us edit and redraft our pictures with a view to 

improving them.  

In DT lessons, we will consider the source of        

different foods before creating our own picnic and 

create photo frame structures using sea themed 

items.  

PE During PE we will be working alongside 

ASM every Monday afternoon. The focus 

will be athletics which will allow us to work 

on our performance skills.  

Science Our science focus will be plants. During this module 

we will discover a wide range of wild and garden 

flowers and learn about deciduous and evergreen 

trees, becoming aware of the differences. We will 

also focus on the structure and parts of flowers and 

trees.
